All honour board events from March 2010, the òno preferred lieó rule which         

currently applies to monthly mug events will apply. As it stands at present in the 

monthly mug, a player has preferred lie on their own fairway from tree to tree. Any 

ball off the fairway being played must be played as it lies, unless the ball is at rest 

within a crack. If the ball is in a crack the player is allowed relief in which a drop is 

taken. No preferred lie is allowed after the drop. Any rulings must be approved by 

the scorer of the players card.  

All cards will have a note to remind players of the new rule when mugs and honour 

board events are played.  

Continuing with the boom period currently experienced with juniors golf, the      

committee has introduced an upgrade to their membership in an effort to give them 

more time on the course. Junior members are able to upgrade their membership to 

allow them to play on any given day without paying green fees. If a junior has       

already paid their fees for this year they can simply speak with Leanne and pay the 

difference between the two amounts. The fees are 15yrs & below $100.00, 16 -17 

years still at school $144.00 and 16 -17yrs left school  $230.00.  

It is anticipated that with this òJunior Promotional Offeró, junior golfers will be 

able to continue their development of the game.

Further improvements to the way cards are handled and processed are being undertaken by the match 

committee. Led by menõs captain Tobin Cherry the club will soon be utilising new methods to determine 

winners in club competitions.  After venturing to Goombungee for a round, Tobin was witness to their 

computerised system of scoring and handicapping. Upon paying your green fees you will be required to 

present your golflink card to swipe and this will then enter you into the dayõs event. A scorecard will be 

printed with your name, golflink number, handicap and the dayõs event for you. Upon completion of your 

round, cards are checked and entered into the program which will then process and determine winners 

etc... A press of the button will also see handicaps updated for the next day. Of course with these new 

innovations we need hardware. The club has purchased the system and Craig Brennan has donated a    

laptop which was gathering dust. It is hoped that the dayõs events will also be projected through a         

television screen which will allow players to see their placing for the day. Given the amount of time that 

our captains spend in collating scores, it is hoped that the new system will make their job that little bit 

easier. We should see the new system up and running around Easter time.

The much anticipated slope handicap system is expected to commence on April 9th. As reported earlier, 

the old ccr system will be scrapped with a new course rating of 68 applied. We are still 12 -18 months 

away from having our course re -rated. Tobin has advised that gender specific tee markers will be        

discontinued but a three tee system will be introduced with the course rated to these tees. Another  

innovation will be that once you have attained a handicap, that handicap stays with you. No longer are you 

required to play the minimum of 5 single events each year to retain your handicap. Remember your      

adjusted handicap will be the best 10 scores from your last 20 rounds. An average is taken from this and 

multiplied by .96 to give you your new handicap. Some of you will see adjustments to your handicaps 

whether it is for the better or worse. For more information check out www.golflink.com.au , it explains it 

all for you.
