Rest assured that the gesture from the PGA was welcomed and appreciated by all of 
the   members of the club.    
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To update those who were not present at the Special Meeting 
held at the club on Tuesday the 24th May regarding the pro-
posed pro shop and club renovations, the following decisions 
were made.  

First and foremost the decision was made by a unanimous 
vote of members present to proceed with the stage 1 pro-
posal. Stage 1 proposal consists of the clubhouse veranda be-
ing raised to the current floor level and extended outwards 
towards the 1st tee with the addition of a new pro shop to be 
built on the western side of the clubhouse overlooking the 1st 
and 10th tees.  

Whilst we have had a 2 stage proposal open for viewing for a 
number of months, stage 1 was given the nod of approval over both stages 1 and 2 due to financial re-
straints.   

With stage 1 being approved the club is able to fund the project through funds accumulated in interest  
bearing accounts along with an interest free loan from the Western Downs Regional Council to the value of 
$50 000. The total projected cost of the stage 1 renovation is $150 000.  The interest free loan from the 
W.D.R.C is one of 5 which have been approved to organizations across the region. The amount of $50 000 is 
to be repaid over a maximum 5 year period.   

In gaining council approval for the renovation, the club will proceed to have both stage 1 and 2 approved 
together to avoid having to go through the process at a later date. 

In preparations for the building works to commence, any demolition work will be carried out by club     
members to cut on costs. More on this at a later date.    

Commencement date is to be advised by the contract winner Peter Heinemann of Heinemann Builders.   

Thanks must go to everyone involved from the sub committee which took on this task to Martins Design for 
their input and those members who offered input.  

During the course of conversation during the meeting many points were raised by members with regards to 
other operations within the club.  The committee welcomes any feedback from the membership, but would 
ask that any concerns, ideas be put in writing and passed to the club secretary Leanne Toms. Some very 
valid points were made regarding improvement of the course facilities and machinery and even to the       
existing clubhouse. 

It is unfortunate but apparently golf courses need golf players to survive and we still do not have the level 
of the membership playing enough regular golf to finance a lot of requests. Many  people have a lot of 
things going on in their lives but being able to fit a round in here and there would assist the club greatly. 
While we had power stations being built in the area, we enjoyed a purple patch with social golfers but now 
that area is reduced.   

The match committee welcomes ideas any members may have in which to improve our playing numbers 
whether it be in competition or social play.  
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Mike Peeck has added another feather to his cap with selection in the Australian Golf 
Union Seniors Amateur side to play in a 2 day event against an Open Defences Side. A 
10 man team event, played under similar format to the Presidents Cup, Mike will tee it 
up at the Gailes Golf club from 19thɂ21st June. The Defence side will comprise of   
players from within the defence forces and are all scratch + players. Throughout the 
event the AGU side will be guests of the Amberly Air Base during the event.  

Congratulations to Mike on his achievements in gaining selection in this event, Mike 
continues to fly the Dalby Golf Club flag with pride. With Mike spreading the word 
about our club can only be good things.
