The new handicap system is in place much to the delight of some players, with     

unexpected shots back on their handicaps. It is important to now remember that 

the new system is based on your best 10 scores from your last 20 rounds. The 

course is rated to 68, which does not change, so your score on any day is compared 

to that rating. Eg you play off 18 handicap and score 90 off the stick. You have 

played to a 22. The òplayed toó rating is what the handicaps are based on, so your 

best 10 scores from your last 20 rounds are added together divided by 10 and then 

multiplied by .96. Simple enough for you. In real terms if you are having a rough run 

of late you should see your handicap come back to reflect your scores. It canõt get 

any easier than that.

The menõs and ladies championships are being conducted this month, with the menõs 

on 8/9 & 15/16 and the ladies 20/23/27/28. We thank all of our generous sponsors 

for supporting the championships this year, we anticipate good fields after last 

yearõs success.

The only exception 

is in the instance of the ball being lodged in a crack, which must be in accordance 

with the marker of your card.  GPS measuring devices are not able to be used in any 

honour board event.                                                                                                 

We urge all players to make use of the timesheets for the championships to     

maximise the player numbers, it is important to ensure any person looking for a 

game does not miss out.
