To be eligible for selection in a Darling Downs team a student must attend a school (Primary or            

Secondary) which is currently affiliated with Darling Downs Primary School Sport. Participants in the     

primary division must be of a minimum age of ten (10) years in the year of competition and of the       

maximum age of twelve (12) years and for Secondary must be 13 to under 19 years as stipulated in the 

rules of the School Sport Australia. The major criteria's for selection shall be the age of the student and 

the performance of the student at the regional championships. Areas also considered include: the level of 

skills exhibited by the student and their 18 hole golfing progress prior to selection, the performance of the 

student as a member of a team, the attitude and behaviour of the student on and off the field of            

competition and  the age of the student. The junior golfer must also be a current junior member of their 

golf club, hold an official golf handicap and golf link number prior to the trials. More information will be  

provided prior to the trials through your schools. Refer to your school sports co-ordinator in 2010 to nominate.
